	LE 1 – Technological innovation
· Document containing a list of innovation proposals and initiatives, presented at the closing session of the “Apostemos por la innovación” (“supporting innovation”) conference held by the Tecno workgroup. The idea was for the proposals and initiatives presented to be applied by pharmacy departments.

· Advancing the technical development of the OntoPharma project. This Project, coordinated by the pharmacy department of Barcelona’s Clinic Hospital, envisages the design of an ontologies-based clinical decision support system. It includes the performance of tests to check the potential interoperability between ontology and electronic prescription systems (SAP). The goal is to use ontologies-based models for the four use cases: drug-drug interactions, maximum dose, antibiotic dose adjustments in patients with RF; and allergies. The models should be applied to both chronic and neonate patients.
· Development of the “Comparison of gravimetric vs. infrared techniques in the preparation of cytostatic drugs” project. This is a joint project with the Farmacotecnia workgroup. (SEFH 2018-2019 grant)
OE 2 – Evaluation of new technologies
· An application was filed in 2018 vis-à-vis the Spanish Evaluation Agencies Network for a project geared towards evaluating semiautomatic medication storage systems and automatic dispensing systems. The idea was to issue a report in 2019 on the inclusion of such systems in the menu of services provided by hospital pharmacy departments in Spain.
LE2 – Information
OE1 To improve the information provided to patients by using ICTs.
· New milestones in the MedPlan+ project. A working group was created between the pharmacy departments of the Clinic Hospital, the Gregorio Marañon Hospital and the Sant Pau Hospital for the development of a cross-sectional multifunctional app geared towards the improvement of adherence and the remote follow-up/monitoring of patients under treatment. The app is currently being applied to patients with a heart transplant and to cancer patients. 
(This line of work will be taken over by a newly-created digital pharmacy workgroup under SEFH).
· Development of an app for patients with dysphagia (in collaboration with SEFH’s Cronos workgroup).
· Collaboration in the preparation of a document on SEFH’s position on telepharmacy.
LE-5 – Professional development
OE 1 – Ensure and maintain high professional development and expertise standards.

· Organization of the TECNO workgroup’s half-yearly conference titled: “Apostemos por la innovación” (supporting innovation). The conference was held at the Vall d’Hebrón Hospital in January 2019. Turnout: 37 attendees, 77% of whom gave the event a score between 8 and 10 out of 10.
